On New Year’s Day 2013 at about 3AM, police responded to the 400 block of Linden Avenue for multiple reports of shots fired. Additional calls reported that there was a shooting victim being transported to the hospital by family. Carlton Richard Holland Jr. (a.k.a. “CJ”) 31 yrs. old, was transported to Norfolk General Hospital where he died of his wounds, a single gunshot to the chest. CJ had been at a New Year’s eve party on Linden Ave. Persons of interest were identified but not enough information was obtained to make any arrests.

Simon owned and operated a family/local corner store after retiring from teaching.  He was well known and well-liked by the community the corner store served. Around 6AM the morning of January 13th, Simon was found beaten and bloodied inside of his store by several regular customers. Simon was semi-conscious and transported to the hospital where he succumbed to his grievous injuries. Robbery is believed to be the motive but the investigation never lead to any arrests.

Tyrone Cotton Jr. 19 yrs. old, was last seen walking on East Washington St. the evening of January 23rd. The next day a pair of hunters found Tyrone shot to death on a logging path on Babbtown Rd. Tyrone had been shot multiple times. It is believed Tyrone’s murder was a revenge killing for past events he was reported to have been involved in. Shortly after Noon on January 30th, a resident was jogging at the Portsmouth campus of Tidewater Community College. The jogger was on a wooded trail and observed a body lying motionless in the woods. The jogger checked and found the body to be lifeless and immediately notified Campus security and Suffolk Police. The victim was identified as Paul G. Schachner Jr. of Norfolk. The victim had sustained head injuries and blunt force trauma about his body. The area where Paul was found was semi-secluded and had limited vehicular access. The investigation yielded few leads and eventually went cold.
